Miss Lloyd’s Expectations

1. Have an open mind. You may not like every unit or activity in this class, but we willing to try and participate in everything we do together. You may come to discover more about yourself through our experiences in class.

2. Be on time. Punctuality is a useful habit to form for your future.

3. Be prepared. For this class, you will need the following:

-A large 3-ring binder

-lined paper

-your own writing utensil each day

-an independent reading novel every Thursday, unless otherwise noted on your unit calendar

     *Some non-required, but useful items:


-highlighters


-a USB port/flash drive to save your writing assignments for outside of class

4. For each unit we study together, I will provide you with a calendar that lists exactly what we will be doing each day, along with the dates of all tests and quizzes, and the due dates of all homework and writing assignments.

My LATE policy: I do not appreciate late assignments and tardiness will become less acceptable in your life after you graduate. Those who choose not to turn in an assignment on the day it is due will have only ONE opportunity to turn it in the next day for ½ credit, after which the assignment will be given a ZERO.
(If you are in the building at any point on the day as assignment is due, you must hand it in. Otherwise it will be considered late the next day.)

5. All final drafts of essays and responses must be typed. You will have more than one night to complete any assignment that requires typing. If you do not have access to a computer at home, it is my expectation that you stay after school for academic center to type your assignment. I highly recommend not waiting until the last minute to type an assignment, as the worse always seems to occur during those times (i.e. your printer runs out of ink, your computer crashes, the paper refuses to “open” at school, the dog eats the assignment, etc.) You are expected to always be prepared for the worst and still turn the assignment in on time or accept the penalty for not doing so.

6. Passes to the bathroom or nurse are only accepted in absolute emergencies. Please do not ask for a pass to your locker, the counseling center, etc. 

7. If you receive any type of testing modifications, it is my expectation that you utilize these modifications for every exam or quiz in this course. If, after discussing it with your parents/guardians, you feel that you do not need them, then a written note must be provided to me from your parents/guardians saying that you will not be using the modifications before you will be released from them.

8. My ABSENCE policy—Try to avoid missing class. If you are absent, you must take responsibility for your absence. You are solely responsible for finding out what you missed while you were out and make up that work. Please do not come to me at the beginning of the period to get this information. Please check your unit calendar and see me either before school or after school, or ask a fellow classmate for assistance in providing you what you need to do to make up the class.

9. Your grade is not only based on your assignments in class, but also on your participation. You must be an active participant in everything we do as a class, meaning involvement in class discussions and active in group activities.

10. RESPECT is MANDATORY. You must respect everyone around you as both an individual and part of the group as a whole. You must listen to who is speaking, offer and accept feedback maturely, and refrain from making others feel embarrassed or hurt. Mature language is MANDATORY---swearing, racial slurs, or derogatory statements are unacceptable (even if you are “just kidding”).

11. Academic Honesty---I require academic honesty in my classroom and do not make exceptions. Please complete all work for this course to the best of your ability without the assistance of anyone else. Academic honestly may be defined as, but not limited to, cheating on tests, copying ideas or words from another person or source (such as the Internet) without providing proper documentation, or handing in work that is not your own, either in parts or in its entirety. Plagiarism and/or cheating in any form will result in a zero and a referral, as well as my refusal to write you any type of recommendation for college, a job application, New Visions, etc.
