Multiple Choice Tips

-Consult your notes whenever you need to

-Try to recall the selection your teacher read and the way he/she read it --- sometimes your memory is likely to store information that you may not have included in your notes

-Read each questions carefully—be sure to understand the question before considering answers; watch for particular words or phrases that offer clues to correct answer

-Try to think what the answer should be before looking at the choices

-Reread the question

-Read, compare, and consider all choices before picking one

-Narrow your search--- cross out choices you know are incorrect

-Don’t spend too much time on a troublesome question—make your best choice and go back to think about it more if you have time leftover

-Answer every question
